Docking for boats is so tide dependent and just not worth it. Kayaking is a good idea. But | don’t think people will park at the imperial lot
if they are going downtown. It’s too far away. The near downtown parking will be premier and everyone will be circling trying to find 2
space and if they don’t, they will simply go somewhere else.

Walking along the post road feels unsafe in the area where work is proposed and changes to that are challenging. Is a bridge or tunnel
possible. Westport is not a safe place to bike. Putting bike racks in the area won’t change that, dramatic speed bumps or something similar
to change how folks travel through would be necessary but that complicates winter clean up and travel for emergency vehicles and risks
making traffic congestion worse

This seems like a bad time to do this. It’s a nice to have, not a need to have. | have lived in westport for 6 years and can say that the feel of
the town is very different post pandemic. Way over crowded. Now that the pandemic has recently come to and end, | think Westport
should wait 1to 2 years to see how the community is affected. Also, | believe the addition of the two way road to be a very bad idea. I'm
sure it’s meant to alleviate traffic but | don't think it will.

This plan reflects the needs of young able bodied families and dedicated shoppers. It does not suit individuals with limited mobility or 2
those who want to make a quick purchase at one of the downtown merchants.
